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Who is this book for?

This book is for pre-intermediate level students working on
their own who want to revise and learn vocabulary for the
PET exam. Teachers can also use it in the classroom and for
homewark.

What is in the book?

The book contains 20 units and covers all the topics and
the areas of vocabulary you need for the PET exam, There
are four short tests at the end of every five units 30 you can
check how you are getting on. At the front of the book there
is an overview of the PET exam and helpful advice about
learning vocabulary. At the back there are appendices with
useful lists of vocabulary, extra practice and hints for the
exam. There is a full key as well as sample answers for the
writing and speaking activities.

What is in each unit?

Each unit is based on a topic area from the PET exam,
There are three pages of activities and exercises based

on that topic and the fourth page contains one or two
authentic PET examination questions. There are at |east
two examples of each type of question in the three papers
of the PET exam in this book.

What is on the audio CD?

The audio CO contains all the listening activities from each
unit and any PET listening tasks from the exam practice
section. There are also examples of answers to the PET
speaking tasks. In the real exam you hear each recording
twice so you will need to replay that track from the audio
CD. Of course you can play the recordings for the other
activities as many times as you like.

How shall I use the book?

You can do the units in any order and you can study on
your own or with a teacher in a classroom, You will find it
useful to have a notebook with you as you work through
the units as some of the exercises ask you to do a short
writing task. You can also use this notebook to record the
new vocabulary that you learn as you go through the book.
When you have finished each unit, look at the wordlist at

the end of the book and use it to test yourself, Can you
remember what the words mean?

Using a dictionary

Some exercises have a dictionary symbol beside them. l{‘
Use the Combridge Learner’s Dictionary, or any other
suitable English - English dictionary, to lock up the
meanings of the words you don’t know. Write the meanings
down in your notebook. The dictionary will give you

plenty of useful information about the word, including its
meaning, part of speech, and how it is used in a sentence.
If you are not sure about the pronunciation of a word, use
the CD ROM that comes with the dictionary. Click on the
word and you will hear it.

How do I do the exam writing practice?

Read the question and the tip carefully. Then plan your
answer. Look through the unit to see which words you can
use in your answer. Look at the Writing checklist on page
97 hefore you begin, Remember: you must not pre-learn
answers for the writing paper (it’s easy for the examiner to
spot this and you will lose marks).

How do I do the exam speaking practice?

Read the instructions and the tip carefully. Make a note

of any useful words and expressions you think you may
need. Look through the unit for the vacabulary you will
need and at the Speaking checklist on page 96. Then do
the task, either with a friend or recording yourself if you
are studying alone. If there is a sample answer on the
audio CD, compare your answer with this one. If not, listen
to yourself and see if there is anything you could do to
improve,

When should I do the tests?

There are four tests in the book, one after every five units.
Each test has 30 questions based on the previous five
units. After you have finished the five units do the test

and then mark it to see how well you did. Highlight the
guestions you got wrong and go back to the units you need
to look at again.

You
will learn more vocabulary this way than by trying to study for a long period once a week, for example.

Feng Shui

Feng Shui is the art of arranging your home and the things in it in the best possible way. It began in China about
5000 years ago, but recently architects and designers all over the world have started to include the idea in their
work. The most important thing to understand about Feng Shui is the idea of chi, which means vital energy or
life force, The art of Feng Shui is to make sure that the right objects are in the right places so that the chi can
flow freely around the home. This is said to create good health and financial well-being as well as improved
relationships between parents and children and husband and wife. You can improve your own Feng Shui by
trying some of the techniques listed below.

Firstly, keep the hall of your home clear of shoes, umbrellas and other objects. This is to allow the chi to enter your
home freely. If possible, put a small indoor fountain in this part of your home.

In the living room, choose furniture which is the right size for the room and arrange it so that people can move
around the roem comfortably. If the room is small, hang a mirror to create a feeling of space. Make sure you have
blinds or curtains to prevent the chi from escaping.

The bedroom is considered a very important area in Feng Shui. It is best not to have a television or any other
electrical item in here, but if you find it impossible to live without them, you can cover them with a plastic table-
cloth when you have finished using them.The table-cloth must be plastic - other materials will not work. It is also
important to unplug everything before you sleep. The head of the bed should be against a wall rather than under
a window, as this would allow your chi to escape. You should be able to see the door easily while you are lying in
bed. Place lamps by your bed for lighting instead of bright lights in the ceiling.

A few years ago my newspaper sent me to China to report on the World Student Games in Beijing,
Everywhere | went | was questioned by journalism students: how much money did | earn? How many
countries had | visited?

Several years later | visited China again to write about a major motor race in Shanghai. At the track | saw
one of those former students, Jie Xeng.

Making films at university

An increasing number of universities on both sides of the Atlantic are becoming film locations. Many
universities have fantastic buildings and there are long holidays when they are empty. This allows film-makers
a period of uninterrupted time to shoot a film.

In most cases the universities do not appear as themselves. Londoners were surprised to see American police
cars cruising around in front of the University Library, which was used as the Gotham City police offices in
all the Batman movies. London University Library is a classic example of 1930s architecture and has become a
popular location for a large number of films and television series set in that period.

Usually the buildings are dressed up so that they cannot be recognised easily. Thirty years ago a lecture theatre
at Brunel university was used in Stanley Kubrick's frightening film about the future, A Clockiwork Orange. At
that time its huge grey blocks were considered very modern. Kubrick thought that it would be perfect for

the headquarters of the secret police. For three weeks there were at least 200 people on the site — electricians,
carpenters, make-up people, set builders. Everything went well until some time later, Kubrick decided he was
unhappy with his work and wanted to re-shoot some scenes. They had to go back, rebuild the set and do the
scenes again. It caused a lot of trouble as term had already started.

Oxford and Cambridge are the most popular universities with both students and film-makers and both find it
equally difficult to get into them. Some excellent films have been made there, most recently the Harry Potter
films.

Across the Atlantic, a number of actors and directors are former students of the University of Southern
California. Perhaps that is why its buildings have been used in more major films than any other educational
institution in the USA. Recently however, American film crews have moved to Canada because of lower
production costs there. The University of Toronto has played the role of two more famous US universities

— Massachusetts Institute of Technology in Geod Will Hunting and Harvard in Skudls.

Universities encourage this alternative use of their buildings and see it as a useful way of earning some extra
money. From the director’s point of view, universities make fantastic locations for feature films, television
dramas, advertisements and still photography, such as fashion pictures.

Unfortunately, being a student at one of these universities is unlikely to be helpful for a future career in acting.
Most film shoots take place in the holidays and film-makers always bring their own professional actors to play
students!
